Under the modernization and e-Governance scheme, this will be an important Network 

that will link all PTCs / Academies of States and CPOs to establish a `Police Training 

Network’. 

     

This network will act as the backbone for communication between various Police 

Training Institutions in the country. This network will share all the course material, training 

information, training calendar and online communication with each other. It will also help 

in better conduct of Training of Trainers Course, Training Administrators Course and 

Management of Training Courses. 

 

The Network will help police officers to be in online communication with each other 

and also with the Police Training Institutions.

The network provides a variety of services such as 

3.1 Police Training Website 

This website contains details about all the Police Training 
institutes of the country which are members of this Network. 
Details of Institutions, Faculty members, Infrastructure 
Facilities available, Training Calendar and addresses/contact 
numbers will be available on this common website at one 
place. 
 

 

3.2 Information Sharing 

 

The police training material of various institutes can be centrally 
stored and accessed as and when required by any other police 
training institute. Any training material/ data can be uploaded 
onto the VPN (Virtual Private Network) Server at SVPNPA for 
sharing the same amongst the Police Training Institutions. The 
training material can also consist of Workbooks, Presentations, 
Documents and Executables for Simulation Exercises. The 
medium of electronic transfer will be fully secured using the VPN 
Technology. Strong encryption methodology is implemented for 
security. Access for uploading and downloading is restricted to 
Police Training Institutes.  
 

3.3 Email 

Email Accounts are provided to all Police Training Institutions. 
There will be two accounts for each Training Institute. One for 
the Training Manager(In-charge of Training) of the 
States/CPOs, another for Principal/Director, Group mail facility 
will be available so that one can send the message to all the 
PTCs/Academies by click of a button. Each mailbox will have 
20 MB of storage space and can receive and send mails with 
attachments of size up to 5 MB. 

 

3.4 Discussion Group 

 

Lively discussions on topics of relevance in policing can be 
facilitated through discussion groups. Any member of this 
network can initiate a discussion by posting his or her views on 
any topic of relevance. Other members can respond to the above 
views by adding his or her comments on the electronic bulletin 
board.

Virtual Private Networks (VPNs) allow organizations to securely extend their LANs over 
the Internet by encrypting the data traffic. VPNs create the ideal infrastructure for 
providing a secure method for the exchange of data and network resources with 
employees, partners, suppliers and business associates. 
 

4.2 POTNET VPN Server

among the Police Training Academies or Institutions. For this configuration need to be 
done on the Computer systems by the respective users. The procedure for configuration 
is provided as follows.

One for the Training Manager(In-charge of Training) 
of the States/CPOs, another for Principal/Director, Group 
mail facility will be available so that one can send the 
message to all the PTCs/Academies by click of a button. 
Each mailbox will have 20 MB of storage space and can 
receive and send mails with attachments of size up to 5 MB.

6.1 How to use Discussion Groups? 
Connect to Internet  Visit http://trg.svpnpa.gov.in/forum 
 
You will be greeted with a prompt that looks something like this. You must type in your 
login and your password in order access the discussion group feature. 
 

 
 
 
Discussion Group - NPA discussion forum is your launching pad for communicating with 
other Officers.

Click on Open button. 
A new SVPNPA Discussion forum window opens. 
There are four panes in this window 

1) Buttons pane  
2) Title Pane : List of titles of Discussions 
3) Comments Pane : List of names of IPS Officers / Training Institutes and the 

date and time of posting their comments 
4) Preview Pane : The Comment  Posted / Space for typing a new comment / 

creating a new forum 
 
Four buttons are provided 
 New forum  button is used to initiate a discussion forum 
 Search forum  button is used to open the search utility for discussion forum 
 Refresh forum  is used to refresh the contents of the Forum pane 
 Refresh comments  is used to refresh contents of the Comments pane 
 

6.2 To read a comment of existing discussion Forum 
Click on the Discussion forum of your interest in the title pane a list of names of IPS 
officers / training institutions who recorded their comments for the title of discussion forum 
you selected is displayed in Comments Pane. 
To read a recorded comment Click on the name of the IPS officer / Training Institution the 
recorded comment is displayed in the Preview pane. 
 

  



 

6.3 To add a comment to an existing Discussion 
Follow the steps to read the comment 
And click on the Reply  button in the preview pane 
Type your comment  
Click on the submit  button 
A confirmation message is displayed if the comment is recorded successfully 

 



 

6.4 To initiate a new forum 
Click on the New Forum  button 
A form is displayed in the Preview Pane 
Type the title of the Discussion you want to initiate 
Click on the submit  button 
The title is recorded and a confirmation is displayed if successful. 
 

 

6.5 Discussion Group Search utility 
 
Click on the Search Forum button in the buttons pane 
 
A new window is opened for performing the search on discussions. You can search for 
comments from, comments containing specific words and comments recorded between a 
range of dates. 
 

6.5.1 Search by From 

 To search for comments by IPS Officers / Training Institutions by providing a 
subset string from the name. Example to search for all the comments received from all 
IPS officers whose name consists of Krishna  type Krishna  and click search
